Festival doesn’t work without the hours and time you put in as volunteers. Here’s an overview of the many 
different tasks that individuals work on over Festival to ensure a safe, successful experience for everyone. 
 

AMIS SUITE 
Amis Suite volunteers help us welcome, check badges, and ensure a positive Festival experience for our Amis 
de Festival contributors. 
 
ARTIST CHECK-IN  
Assists in making sure that guests, artists & performers receive a warm welcome to the Festival and Lafayette. 
Check I.D. badges.  
 
ARTIST HOSPITALITY  
Assists in making sure that all guests, artists & performers receive a warm welcome to the Festival and 
Lafayette; check I.D. Badges, assist with serving meals for artists. 
 
BEVERAGE SALES 
Helps sell beverages of all kinds to Festival participants. 
 
HOTEL WELCOME CENTER 
Volunteers will welcome visitors and provide information at Festival's new Official Host Hotel, Crowne Plaza. 
 
LA BOUTIQUE  
Help to staff booths where Official Festival merchandise, such as T-shirts, hats, pins, posters & CDs are sold.  
 
LOUISIANA EXPERIENCE 
Volunteers will assist with the cooking demonstrations in Downtown Lafayette restaurants. The LA Experience 
is a partnership between Festival International de Louisiane and the Louisiana Office of Tourism. 
 
MUSICIANS' VILLAGE CAFE  
Make sure that our performers are well-fed during their stay in Lafayette.  
 
MEDIA CENTER  
Make sure our media guests are well taken care of and credentialed with all the materials they need to cover 
the Festival. 
 
PIN PALS  
Your pin is ‘Your Ticket.’ Pin sales are the primary source of keeping the Festival free. Be a PinPal and help staff 
kiosks where the Festival pin is sold.  
 
PRODUCTION  
Assist the Production Crew set up and tear down kiosks, tents, booths, barricades, tables and chairs. 
 



RECYCLING  
Help to keep Festival grounds clean and in order while protecting our environment.  
 
SCÈNE DES JEUNES  
Help to create an international experience for our younger Festival goers by assisting at Scène des Jeunes. 
With the help of artists and educators, Festival International de Louisiane teaches children about the diversity 
of cultures around the world through storytelling, games, music, art, workshops, hands-on programs and 
active participation. 
 
SECURITY  
Help provide security amongst the crowds by volunteering with our security team.

Beverages are bought by purchasing tickets from our ticket kiosks. We need your help to ensure that Festival 
goers get the drinks they need.
